Trail Work 23 
M. Badois said she does not believe the bikers did the trail work this weekend, due to the inclement 24 
weather.  25

D. Lievens expressed concern about the plan for the new trail in that it puts a lot of trail in the open 27 
space. M. Speltz concurred and noted the area is gefting congested. D. Lievens said the Commission 28 
needs to be careful of over-trailing the Musquash. She believes bikes will have more impact on the land 29 
and the animals than walkers.  30 
 31 
The Commission agreed to keep this in mind in the future, and that the exisfing trails need to be 32 
maintained. They noted their appreciafion of the individuals who are currently maintaining the trails.  33

Merrill Closing 35 
M. Speltz verified that the Merrill property has closed. He menfioned recognizing the Merrills in some 36 
way. He suggested conducfing a "round-robin tour" of the three newest properfies: Merrill, Lithia 37 
Springs, and the apple orchard, and is waifing for a response from the Town Manager. M. Badois 38 
requested a copy of the deed and M. Speltz will contact the fitle company to obtain it.  39

Signs 41 
Mack's: M. Badois said she delivered the sign for Mack's to the Planning Office in November, as 42 
Maintenance is going to install it.  43

Lithia Spring: M. Speltz suggested building a kiosk that could display a sign as well as addifional 45 
informafion. The Commission discussed where this should be located.  46

Merrill: They discussed the need for a sign on this property and suggested contacfing Merrills to see if 48 
they would be open to pufting a sign on the farm side of the property that acknowledges their gift.  49

Beavers in the Musquash 51 
M. Badois reported the beavers are back, now the water is open. The residents on Red Fern asked if the 52 
beaver expert could return to trap the beavers. The Commission discussed the difficulfies involved in 53 
installing a beaver deceiver. They agreed to ask the expert to return and stressed the need to schedule it 54 
before kits are born.  55

Stantec 57 
M. Badois received a bill from Stantec for $920. She noted the Commission voted in February 2022 to 58 
spend up to $15,000 on preparafion for the parking lot; however, this bill notes the total is up to 59 
$18,000. D. Lievens said that due to their accounfing system, the amount of money the Commission has 60 
is not reflected exactly in the statement.  61

M. Badois said New Hampshire Fish & Game is involved with the driveway construcfion and has specific 63 
guidelines for it to protect wildlife.  64

B. Maxwell moved to raise the total payment to Stantec not to exceed $20,000. M. Speltz seconded the 66 
mofion. A vote was taken, all were in favor. The mofion passed 5-0-0. 67

D. Lievens reported she received a large deposit. The Commission discussed possible needed 71 
expenditures, including reprinfing maps and creafing Lithia Spring signs. D. Lievens will contact the 72

D. Lievens shared the financials through January. She noted they have changed banks, which has resulted 75 
in a befter interest rate.
